(According to the Rinat Yisrael Siddur)
All congregants come to shul (synagogue) dressed in festive clothes.

Before the start of Maariv say:
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Psalms, Chapter 107

Give thanks to the Lord because He is good, for His kindness
is eternal.

Fools, because of the way of their transgression
and because of their iniquities, are afflicted. Their soul despises all
food, and they reach the portals of death. And they cried out to the
Lord in their distress; from their straits He saved them. He sent His
word and healed them, and extricated them from their pit. They shall
give thanks to the Lord for His kindness, and for His wonders to the
children of men. And they shall slaughter sacrifices of thanksgiving,
and they shall tell of His deeds with song. Those who go down to
the sea in ships, who do work in mighty waters. They saw the deeds
of the Lord and His wonders in the deep. He spoke, and He set up a
tempest, and it raised its waves. They went up to the heavens, they
came down to the depths; their soul melted with trouble. They were
frightened and staggered like a drunkard, and all their wisdom was
destroyed. They cried out to the Lord from their distress, that He
take them out of their straits. The tempest He had set up [settled]
into a calm, and their waves were stilled. They rejoiced that they
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were stilled, and He led them to the region of their desire. They shall
thank the Lord for His kindness, and for His wonders to the children
of men. And they shall exalt Him in an assembly of people, and in
a sitting of elders, praise Him. He makes rivers into a desert, and
springs of water into an arid place; A fruitful land into a salty waste,
because of the evil of its inhabitants. He makes a desert into a pool
of water, and a wasteland into springs of water. And He settles the
hungry there, and they establish an inhabited city. And they sow
fields and plant vineyards, which produce fruits and grain. And He
blessed them, and they multiplied exceedingly, and their animals did
not decrease. Whereas they were few and they sank down from
dominion, trouble, and sorrow. He pours contempt upon princes and
leads them astray in a wasteland where there is no path. And He
strengthened the needy from poverty and made him families like
flocks. The upright see and rejoice, and all injustice shuts its mouth.
He who is wise will keep these in mind, and they will ponder the kind
deeds of the Lord.

The congregants sing the Maariv prayer. After Kaddish Titkabel the Ark is opened.

The Chazan says the following and the congregants repeat after him.

Hear O Israel, the Lord is our God, the Lord is One
Hashem - only He is God — 3 times




The Chazan says the following and the congregants repeat after him.

The Chazan reads from Numbers (Bamidbar), 10:9-10.

If you go to war in your land against an
adversary that oppresses you, you shall
blow a teruah with the trumpets and be
remembered before the Lord your God,
and thus be saved from your enemies. On
the days of your rejoicing, on your festivals
and on your new-moon celebrations,
you shall blow on the trumpets for your
ascent-offerings and your peace sacrifices,
and it shall be a remembrance before your
God; 1 am the Lord your God

Blow the Shofar a Tekica Gedola (one long note) and say out loud

Next year in Jerusalem
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The congregants say:

All congregants sing Psalms 126 to the tune of Hatikva
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A song of ascents. When the Lord returns the returnees to
Zion, we shall be like dreamers. Then our mouths will be filled with
laughter and our tongues with songs of praise; then they will say
among the nations, “The Lord has done great things with these. The
Lord has done great things with us; we were happy. Return, O Lord,
our captivity like rivulets in arid land. Those who sow with tears
will reap with song. He will go along weeping, carrying the valuable
seeds; he will come back with song, carrying his sheaves.

Count the Omer, say Aleinu Leshabeeach and sing:

I believe with perfect faith
in the coming of the mashiach,
and though he may tarry,
still 1 await him every day.




Congregants wish each other:

A festive meal is eaten. Candles are lit and everyone sings together.

After the repetition of the Shemone Esre, say Hallel.
The Chazan says half Kaddish
(on Monday and Thursday read the Torah portion).

Read the Haftara “TINY'7 2112 OIN TIY”
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Say the prayer for the Safety of Israel, Remembrance for IDF soldiers, Av
Harachamim, Ashre, Ueva Lezion, until the end of the morning prayer, and sing:

I believe with perfect faith
in the coming of the mashiach,
and though he may tarry,
still 1 await him every day.

During the morning seuda we sing and thank Hashem
for the miracles that were done for us on this day.

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Introduction — Living within Prophecies
that have been Fulfilled
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In the past 100 years the Jewish People underwent changes that
did not happen to them during the previous 1,900 years. Jews were
ingathered from 102 different countries and immigrated to Israel.
They built cities, paved roads, caused the desert to bloom and created
a major economic, military and technological superpower.

If we compare our life today to the biblical prophecies, we will see
an amazing comparison and understand that we are living within
prophecies that have been fulfilled, even if we do not always notice this.
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We are used to quoting the prophets on immigrating to Israel, but
they spoke about many other topics, about agricultural abundance
in a land that was desolate for 1,900 years, drying up the swamps,
building Jerusalem and even about paving roads and trains. Time and
time again they foresaw that we would overpower our enemies.
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Many prophecies were quoted in the Bible and fulfilled in our
generation. The following Haggadah focuses on 30 different
prophecies, which are not necessary, reasonable and expected.
Some prophecies are presented in a table or graph, showing that
all these have been consistently fulfilled for more than 100 years,
against all odds.

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Other prophets said similar prophecies; there are almost no
prophets that did not at all mention the process of the Ingathering
of the Exiles.
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$0, 1900 years later, during which the Jewish People were dispersed
to all ends of the earth, the prophecies of the Ingathering of the Exiles
begin to come true.
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At firstimmigration to Eretz Yisrael was gradual, until the time when
the flood gates were opened. About 450 years ago Rabbi Yosef Karo
and the Arizal came to Safed. Two hundred years after them Rabbi
Shalom Sharabi (known as the Rashash) follows in their footsteps.
Rabbi Hayyim ben Moshe ibn Attar (known as the Or ha-Hayyim)
emigrates from Morocco with several dozens of his students. At the
same time, Rabbi Israel ben Eliezer (the Baal Shem Tov) and Rabbi
Elijah ben Solomon Zalman (the Vilna Gaon or HaGra) encouraged
their students to immigrate to Israel from Europe and Russia. They
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listened to their Rabbis call and set out on their journeys with great
dedication to settle the Holy Land. This way about 7,000 Jews settled
in Eretz Yisrael by the year 5560 (1800).

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In 5642 (1882) the wave of immigration increased and within thirty
years the number of Jews in Eretz Yisrael had tripled. In 5674 (1914),
on the eve of World War |, there were 84,000 Jews in Eretz Yisrael,
slightly more than 0.5% of the Jewish People.

The British, via Lord Balfour, declared during World War | that Eretz
Yisrael belongs to Am Yisrael and that they would establish a Jewish
home for the Jewish People on this land. This declaration resulted in
the League of Nationse San Remo resolution that adopted the Balfour
Declaration and gave the British a mandate to implement it.
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The Balfour Declaration was part of a mandate given to the
British government in 5680 (1920) and approved by the League of
nations two years later. The Declaration came about towards the end
of World War One, during which the British gained control over Eretz
Yisrael. In a meeting between King George V and Dr. Weizmann, the
king stated that the Declaration was based on the British belief of the
upholding of the biblical prophecies: "the Bible states that the Children
of Israel are due to return to their land and | am delighted that my
kingdom will help with this."
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The British Mandate in Eretz Yisrael

The borders of Eretz Yisrael as promised in the Balfour Declaration and for which the
Jewish People were given a mandate to establish a Jewish State
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Shortly after that, the British government rescinded its obligation
and published three White Papers that limited Jewish immigration and
assisted Arab immigration to Eretz Yisrael. Even so, this move did not
stop the process of the Ingathering of the Exiles and the Building of
the Jewish State. During the British Mandate the Jewish population
of Eretz Yisrael grew to 650,000, of the 11.4 million Jews around the
world after the Holocaust. Percentagewise the Jewish population in
Eretz Yisrael comprised 5.7% of all world Jewry.
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The first decision of the State of Israel was to open the gates of
aliya to all new immigrants. All Jews who had been banished by the
British to Cyprus and Africa were brought home. Within two years
the Jewish population in Israel had doubled, reaching 1.4 million
people, fulfilling Jeremiah's prophecy:

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Among the new immigrants were tens of thousands of illegal
immigrants who had been expelled by the British to detention camps
in Cyprus, together with hundreds of Etzel and Lehi fighters, who
were sent by the British to camps in Africa.
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Among the immigrants were also Holocaust survivors who had lost
their entire families and were in the displaced camps in Europe, mainly
in Germany, Austria and Italy. After the Holocaust some countries
agreed to accept some survivors, but the survivors insisted: Only to
Eretz Yisrael! In the first year after the establishment of the State of
Israel more than 100,000 survivors immigrated to Eretz Yisrael.

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At the same time, the last remnants of the Jewish communities
in Eastern Europe, mainly Poland, Romania and Bulgaria, also
arrived in Israel, despite the fact that these countries were part of
the Communist Bloc, led by the USSR, which forbade any of its Jews
immigrating to Israel. These countries opened their gates for a short
while and almost all those remaining there immigrated to Israel.

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An equally large wave of immigration of Jewish refugees
from Arab countries (North Africa and the Middle East) joined the
European immigrants, many of who came following the Arab League
decision to free at once all those Jews living in their countries, on two
conditions: one, that they leave all their property in their country of
origin, and two, that they travel only to Eretz Yisrael. This way they
hoped to cause the State of Israel to collapse financially.
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This way about 50,000 Jewish immigrated to Israel within two
years (5609-1610, 1949-1950), on long, tortuous journeys, many by
foot, from Aden in Yemen and then on Operation Magic Carpet. This
way the Yemenite Jewish community all immigrated to Israel, many
of whom were among the first pioneers during the days of Hibat
Zion in 5642 (1882).

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About 120,000 Jews from Iraq were also brought to Israel on special
flights as part of Operation Ezra and Nehemiah in 5610-5611 (1950~
1951) and the remainders came at a later period.
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Jews from North Africa came to Israel in two waves: the first, of
about 50,000 people, came immediately after the establishment of
the State of Israel. The second wave, of about 100,000 Jews, came
after Operation Kadesh. During that time, also 10,000 Jews from
Egypt immigrated to Israel.
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About half the Jewish community in Syria and Lebanon (about
15,000 people) immigrated to Israel during the period of illegal
immigration and the other half immediately after its independence.
Following this operation, the Jewish community in Israel comprised
about 11.9% of all world Jewry (11.7 million people).

One of the biggest surprises of the immigration process was the
immigration of Soviet Jewry. For many years Soviet Jews were not
permitted to immigrate to Israel. Anyone who tried was arrested by
the government. One of these was Natan Sharansky, who sat in a
Siberian jail for many years. He later immigrated to Israel and became
a minister in the Government of Israel and then the Chairman of the
Jewish Agency. Another Soviet refusenik is Yuli (Yoel) Edelstein,
who is currently the Speaker of the Knesset, as well as Rabbi Yosef
Mendelowitz, Ida Nudel, and many others.
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The few Soviet citizens who were given permission to immigrate to
Israel were forced to forfeit their Soviet citizenship and to pay for
that. The Lubavitcher Rebbe described the emigration of Soviet Jews
as a miracle like “the Exodus from Egypt" (Talk 26, Nisan 5741-1991).

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An additional wave of unexpected immigration came from Ethiopia in
Operation Moses in 1984-1985, during which about 6,400 Ethiopian
Jews immigrated to Israel. The Israeli Mossad made contact with
senior officials in Sudan, a neighbor of Ethiopia, and thousands of
Ethiopian Jews walked to the Sudanese border, where they waited
in temporary camps until being brought to Israel.
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In 1977-1984 the immigrants were transferred by Israeli Navy boats
and airplanes, bringing 35 flights and 7,000 immigrants to Israel.
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The immigration of Jews from Russia in the north and Ethiopia in the
south reminds us all of the verse from Isaiah:

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In 5778 (2018), during the 70th year of independence of the State of
Israel, there were more than 6.6 million Jews in Israel, of 14 million
around the world. About 45% of Jews lived in Israel. Prophet Isaiah
foresaw this continuous process and wrote that the return from the
exile is a process, stage by stage:

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Immigration and settling in the State of Israel is currently
regarded as a natural process, but more than one hundred years ago
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many believed that it was not possible at all. The entire immigration
enterprise was put into action after the exile of thousands of years
during which the Jewish People were persecuted by other nations
living in their home.

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The Jewish People suffered persecution by the Greeks and the
Romans, the Muslims and the Christians. Repeated expulsions,
exploitations and pogroms. In such a situation, the people lost their
strength. Throughout the exile the Jewish people never stopped
praying to return to Jerusalem, but at times they lost faith that this
would, indeed, happen.
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The prophet Isaiah describes the despair:

“And Zion said, "The Lord has I7-R1'T 2221V iy IRnY”
forsaken me, and the Lord has "IOY
forgotten me" '

(Isaiah, 49:14)
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Many wrote that the return of the Jewish People to their country
is an impossible mission. The return of any nation to its homeland
has never happened anywhere in the world, and even with the
establishment of a Jewish State, it would not be able to protect the
Jewish People. Only several hundred thousand would return, while
the rest would assimilate into other nations. The lack of faith existed
also in Russia, where local leaders claimed that “no educated Jew
would leave his beloved homeland for a country where his ancestorse
ancestors once lived."
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The prophets of Israel frequently mention this lack of faith and try
to give our generation messages of belief and strength from their
times. The prophet Ezekiel speaks of this lack of faith in the Vision of
the Dry Bones, where he compares the Jewish People to dry bones
that are dispersed in all corners of the earth, as they have no faith in
their redemption.

At the first Zionist Congress, held in Basel, Switzerland, on 1 Elul,
5651 (August 29, 1891), Theodor Herzl announced: “We are the sons
who are returning home! And our return to Judaism takes precedence
over our return to the Land of the Jews!". In this statement, which
was received with loud applause, Herzl expressed his shirking of the
vision of emancipation and the dream of assimilation and summed
up his speech with the claim that Jews are returning to their national
homeland, "where only the ancient faith of our forefathers unites
and unifies them."
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Many, who believed that the solution for the Jewish People was
assimilation and equal rights among the nations, rescinded their
claims and understood that the real solution was the strengthening
of Jewish Identity and returning to the Jewish faith. Even though
initially it did not include keeping the Sabbath or any other Jewish
commandments (mitzvot).
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Baron Edmond de Rothschild was one of those believers. He
purchased hundreds of thousands of dunams of land in Eretz Yisrael.
He invested in digging wells and planting vineyards and trained Jews
in working the land. He sent agricultural experts from France to
Eretz Yisrael to teach the new immigrants and veteran farmers how
to plant grapes and produce wine. These experts believed that wine
was most suitable given the climate in Israel and world marketing
conditions.
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The Goodness of the Land
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One of the reasons for the despair of the redemption was the barren
land in Eretz Yisrael. In 5660 (1900) the entire land was dry and arid,
as stated in the Bible:

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One of the things that encouraged the Jewish People to return to
their homeland was the agricultural abundance that the land began
to give with great generosity. People who had never worked in
agriculture, nor had their forefathers, began to till the land, and the
land was generous and gave them produce such as they had never
dreamed of.
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Up to 100 years ago wheat would produce 17-20 grains per stalk.
Forty years ago there grew 70 grains per stalk and today every
wheat produces several stalks, with a total of 750 grains per stalk.
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The prophet Ezekiel foresaw this abundance 2,500 years ago:

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Agricultural abundanceis found in many areas. Today Eretz Yisrael
is a land of blessings. If we talk about quantity, the average produce
per dunam in Israel is several times higher than the international
average. According to the Food and Agriculture Organization, Israel
produces almost three times the world average (graphs 13-15).
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The largest and sweetest dates that grow in all water types in the
Jordan Valley are the best quality in the world and are exported to many
countries. The grapes that grow in Israel are turned into the highest
quality wine in the world. Israeles wines have won highly acclaimed
awards. Israel, with no long-term experience in wine making, has
exceeded the quality of many veteran countries in this field.
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Superpowers such as China, India and Russia send representatives
to Israel to learn how to grow high quality agricultural produce.
Israeles export of fresh produce has grown within 10 years at an
amazing pace: to the European Union it has almost doubled and




to Russia it has grown times 10. The quantity of fresh agricultural
produce, together with processed food, has doubled.
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Also in the field of milk production Israel is a world leader. One
hundred years ago each cow produced 700 liters a year. In Israeles
early years each cow produced 4,000 liters of milk a year and today
each cow produces 11,038 liters of milk a year (Graph 18):

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They scared the Children of Israel from going up and capturing the
land. This is the case also in our generation. One hundred years ago it
was very difficult to live in Eretz Yisrael. Malaria killed thousands of
people every year and 20% of the population contracted the disease.
Entire areas were abandoned because of disease and the Zionist
Movement was concerned that it would eradicate the local Jewish
community. Jerusalem was one of the cities that suffered the most,
with anopheles mosquitoes residing in the many city wells.

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During World War | malaria was the worst enemy of General
Allenbyes army. "This is one of the countries ridden with malaria,”
claimed the chief medical officer of the expeditionary forces. In 1918
only, more than 28,000 cases of malaria were reported by British
soldiers. The swamps and malaria stopped immigration to Eretz
Yisrael.
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Israeli experts understood that the key was to recruit the population
to fight the anopheles mosquitoes, by draining and drying every
water source where the mosquitoes were found. And if they could
not dry the areas - at least they could pour over oil to prevent the
mosquitoes from breathing. They also imported gambusia affinis fish
to eat the mosquito larva.
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This was the first time in the world that anyone had tried to fight
malaria on a national, and not just local, scale. Success was quick
- within two years a decrease was registered in the number of the
infirm in the treated areas. Four years after initiating the program, a
mission of the League of Nations came to Eretz Yisrael to learn how
to beat malaria. In the 1930s and 1940s the decrease continued and
in 1968 Israel was declared a malaria-free country, becoming the
first country in Asia to succeed in such a mission.

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Water Supply
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The prophet Isaiah describes Eretz Yisrael as a dry land where its
inhabitants cry out for water and Hashem promises to provide for

their needs:

“I will open rivers on the high
places, and springs in the midst
of valleys; | will make a desert
into a pool of water and a
wasteland into sources of water"

(Isaiah, 41:11)

The prophet later repeats this
statement:

“For water has broken out in the
desert and streams in the plain.
And the dry place shall become a
pool, and the thirsty place [shall
become] springs of water”

(Isaiah, 35:6-7, and chapter 43)
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The majority of Israelos land is a desert and in its early years the
country suffered from a lack of water. In those days the young state
had to provide water to 650,000 people and this was a big challenge.
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The promise to turn Eretz Yisrael from a desert into a land of water
is happening right before our eyes in very special ways.
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Israel has turned the desert into an advantage that gives it many
blessings. Thanks to impressive technological development Israel
has become an international water superpower. Today Israel boasts
a population of more than eight million people and this task has
become very real. Using smart technology Israel has mastered the
water market with much creativity and some improvising, which
have helped develop successful technological solutions.

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Israel's achievements in the field of water are incredible. We sell
our water technology to more than 100 developed and industrialized
countries in the world. Israel has hundreds of start-ups in the field of
water, which are gradually become more sophisticated and enhancing
the world. These solutions are learned and applied in many countries,
including China, India, ltaly, Brazil, Mexico, Canada, Russia, most
African countries, and more.
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Israel is a world leader in the utilization of sewage systems.
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Israel is the only country in modern history that has managed to
push back the desert and has become a role model that might change
the fate of humanity, which is challenged by the lack of water. Israeli
developments might prevent a crisis that could affect the lives of
four billion people around the world.
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Israel's developments also include a response to attempts to isolate
Israel diplomatically. More than 150 countries use Israeli-made
technologies to save their citizens from thirst. The Water Diplomacy
has opened a new gate of cooperation, vis-[1-vis the hatred and
delegitimization that Israel must face.
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Israel's drip irrigation technology is one of its most important
inventions in the world, enabling the watering of desert ground and
making Israel the country that has beaten the desert. Israeles major
effect in world agriculture is expressed in the fact that the drips
transfer pre-measured water and fertilizers directly to the plantes
roots, thereby not wasting them on the surrounding soil. Today
Israel exports drip irrigation to all countries in the world and billions
of drip irrigation systems have improved world agriculture beyond
recognition, enabling it to utilize water shortages wisely. Millions of
farmers in more than 100 countries use Israeles water systems.
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Desalination of sea water — in less than a decade, from 2008,
Israel has constructed five major desalination plants, some of which
are even the largest in the world. The plants are located along Israeles
coast and provide about one third of the water supply in the country.
Israel is expected to construct at least another five desalination
plants in the coming years.
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Water recycling Israel is a world leader in the purification of
sewage water, returning 86% of such water for agricultural use. An
Israeli company recently succeeded in developing a special vehicle to
produce water from air. The company succeeded in separating water
from air using a special machine. The final result is filtered water,
rich in minerals, and this entire process costs a minimal amount.
The company has already signed contracts with three third-world
countries, such as India, where the water system is backward and
filthy.
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Regarding water, the OECD has determined that Israel is a major
success by any standard. The prices of water in Israel are correct,
investments in purification, recycling, desalination, transferring and
sewage are correct and right on target and the model of giving certain
preference to water allocation for agriculture and preservation of the
environment at the expense of household usage is also correct.
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As stated by the prophet Isaiah:

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The Jewish Peoplees control over Eretz Yisrael is also the result of a
political process. In order to rule in our land, we needed the approval
of the nations. In 5608 (1948) the nations of the world agreed to
enable the Jewish People to establish the State of Israel, after
thousands of years with no Jewish rule in any place in the world. At
the request of Great Britain, the United Nations convened, on 8 lyar,
5707 (April 28, 1947), to discuss the future of Eretz Yisrael. At that
meeting it was decided to set up a committee that would examine
the possibility of establishing a Jewish state in Eretz Yisrael.
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Representatives of several countries were included in the
committee and it heard the claims of various dignitaries. The
committee was especially impressed by David Ben-Guriones speech
and when he was asked about the source of the Jewish peoplecs
right to the Land of Israel, he raised the Bible and said “this is our
Kushan (bill of ownership).”
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Then President of the USA, Harry Truman, explained why he voted
in favor of the establishment of a Jewish state, contrary to the
instruction of all his advisors: “I will tell you what motivated me to
do what I did. | was brought up on the Bible. My mother taught me
about the Book of Books even before | was old enough to go to
school. | remember that it said that God promised Jacob: “"The land
upon which you are lying to you | will give it and to your seed.”" So
when this came up for discussion | remembered that verse and the
other Divine promises given to the Jews about the Land of Israel, as
well as the prophecies about the Holy Land. And | said to myself: if
you can help fulfill these Divine promises, what wonderful things will
you benefit? And I tried to do what I did.”

Truman was the first leader to show public support for David Ben-
Gurion's announcement of the establishment of the State of Israel. He
did this only several minutes after Ben-Gurion's announcement and
this actually gave Israelimmense strength and international recognition
from the greatest superpower in the world to the new nation.
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Conquering the Land
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In 5608 (1948) Israel was forced to accept the United Nations
Partition Plan for Eretz Yisrael. The Arabs did not accept the plan
and decided to wage war on all the Jews in the new state. Before
the invasion of the Arab armies during the War of Independence,
the secretary of the Arab League in Egypt boasted: “this will be a
war of mass destruction and massacre, just like the massacre of the
Crusades by the Mongolians... it does not matter how many of them
are there. We are going to sweep them into the sea!”
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He advised the local Arabs to leave their lands, homes and properties
and temporarily move to neighboring countries, so that the cannons
of the invading Arab armies would not "harvest them as well."
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The Arabs' exaggerated sense of security was the result of the ratio
of forces between the Arab states and Israel. The young Israel was
facing war against Egypt, Syria, Jordan, Irag, Lebanon and Saudi
Arabia, as well as Fawzi al-Qawugji's Arab Liberation Army and
the Israeli Arabs' liberation army, which received all good positions,
bases and ammunition reserves that the British army had left behind.
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The Jewish People at that time did not have any airplanes, only one
tank and two armored cars that they had stolen from the British
army. The Arab states had 50 tanks and 200 armored cars carrying
cannons. The Arab states had 140 field cannons and Israel had 5. The
Arab states had 200 anti-aircraft cannons and Israel had 24.
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The Arabs' most significant advantage was in their air-forces. They
had 60 planes and 14 bombers; Israel did not have even one. The
Arab soldiers were fresh and energetic, while the Jewish fighters were
exhausted after five months of heavy fighting and many losses. Only
after the invasion of the Arab armies, did Israel obtain a few fighter
aircraft, which had been put together from parts of other planes.
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Israel had no chance of closing this major difference, as all countries
around the world, including the USA, who had recognized the State
of Israel, imposed a strict and severe ammunitions embargo on Israel,
and its fighters had to go to war with their bare hands to protect their
new home and its population.
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The Arab statese advantage was not only in the military. With the
establishment of the young state, Israeles population totaled 650,000
men, women and children, about one third of them Holocaust
survivors, while the population of the surrounding Arab states was
at least 50 times more than that.
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Facing such a crushing advantage, not only the Arab states, but
all experts and commentators around the world were sure that the
defeat of the young Jewish state was only a matter of time. Some
spoke of days and others even spoke of several weeks.
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This is the time that prophet Isaiah spoke about when he
strengthened the spirits of the Jewish People who were returning to
their homeland and told them not to fear:

“But you, Israel My servant,
Jacob whom | have chosen, the
seed of Abraham, who loved Me,
Whom | grasped from the ends
of the earth, and from its nobles

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On 9 Nisan, 5608 (April 18, 1948), following a short battle with the
Haganah forces, all Arabs from Tiberias fled to Syria and Lebanon.
On 13 Nisan 5608 (April 22, 1948) Haifa was conquered and most of
its Arab residents fled, in fear, to Lebanon, despite the fact that the
local Jewish leaders tried to convince them to stay.
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The 80,000 Arab residents of Jaffa, the largest Arab city in Israel,
escaped to Lebanon, Egypt and the Gaza Strip. The Arab residents
of Safed fled to Lebanon, after the city was liberated on 3 lyar, 5608,
at the height of Operation Yiftach, during which Palmach fighters,
headed by Yigal Alon, liberated the entire eastern Upper Galilee,
from the Hula Valley to Mount Meron.
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According to various estimates about 539,000 Arabs fled Eretz
Yisrael in 1948. How can we explain the fact that eight Palmach
soldiers succeeded in driving away thousands of Birya residents
from their homes? How can we explain that the few residents of
Safed, weak and without any ammunition, overcame the tens of
thousands of armed Arabs who were in Safed at that time?
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When one looks at the future, we see that the State of Israel is
gaining strength way beyond what it had in the Six Day War or the
Yom Kippur War.

An automatic cannon that identifies targets,
analyzes if it is friend or foe and shoots totally independently.

The Rebuilding of Jerusalem
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The founding of the State of Israel is the basis for the rebuilding of
Jerusalem - the heart of the Jewish Land.

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Up until 150 years ago people lived within the walls of Jerusalem.
At some stage they felt that space was filling up with people and
animals and they began to build new neighborhoods outside the
walls of the Old City. These new areas suffered greatly and in 5060
(1700) a group of immigrants, together with Rabbi Yehuda Hechasid,
came up to Jerusalem but they were expelled due to a large debt to
the Muslim and Arab construction workers they accumulated. This
situation began to change only about 100 years later, in 5668 (1808),
with the arrival of Hagraes students, headed by Rabbi Menachem
Mendel Mishkalov, and the involvement of the Rothschild family
who paid off the debt, Ashkenazi Jews were once again permitted to
return and live openly in Jerusalem.
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In 5620 (1860) Mishkenot Shaananim was built, the first Jewish
neighborhood outside the walls of Jerusalem, founded by Sir Moses
Montefiore. At the same time, from the middle of the nineteenth
century, Jerusalem experienced a growth in its population, bringing
Jews out of the walls over the next several decades. These pioneers
settled the new neighborhoods: Mishkenot Shaananim, Machane
Yisrael, Nachalat Shiva, Beit David, Meah She'arim and others.

In our days we have benefited by seeing how this unbelievable
vision is taking place and throughout Israel people speak much in
one language.
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Another area in which the prophecy of one nation is being fulfilled
is the marriage between Jews of different ethnic backgrounds.

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The State of Israel is on the front lines in medical development,
using state of the art technologies, in the speed of treatment with
those technologies and with success rates. This is evident in head
and heart catheterizations and in treating infertility, on a scale of
163 countries, based on various criteria of public health issues. Israel
is ranked number nine on a scale of the healthiest countries in the
world, before France, Germany, England and the USA.
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Respect from Around the World
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Israel's international status is constantly on the rise. All this is
happening after 1,900 years in exile, when the Jewish People were
extremely disgraced. Moses describes the exile and antisemitism in
very severe terms:
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(Deuteronomy, 28:37)
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(Lamentations, 3:45-46)
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Antisemitism took on different appearances over the years and
in different countries. The common denominator is that they always
hated us and always found a reason to. Even in places where no Jew
had ever been. The Greeks would dramatize plays and ridicule the
Jews. The Russians composed the Protocols of the Elders of Zion.
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The most extreme display of antisemitism was in the annihilation
of six million Jews in the Holocaust. There is no doubt that this was
the most evident display of devilish behavior towards the Jews. The
Nazis collected Jews into ghettos, denied them any freedom, respect
or property. They held them in subhuman conditions and caused
many to die from hunger, thirst, cold and disease. In the Final Solution
they led them in cattle trucks to mass murder concentration camps.
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The biggest problem was world apathy. The Popecs silence in light
of the German atrocities was possibly the most painful and blatant,
as his rebuke could have saved many. But in those long years he
chose to remain silent and did not condemn these horrors. Not him
and not any other influential world leader.
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When we returned to the Land of Israel, the situation was reversed.
Nations began to respect Israel, in return for all those years of
suffering. The prophet Isaiah mentions this respect:

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In reality we see that in the past 30 years the number of countries
who maintain diplomatic ties with Israel has risen from 80 to 160,
while antisemitism scales are constantly dropping around the world,
currently measuring at 26% of world antisemitism.
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A Gallup survey found that 74% of all Americans have a positive
impression of Israel - a much higher rate than has been for many years.

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Tikkun Olam [literally meaning: repairing the world]
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The Haggadah you are holding describes the process that the
Jewish People have undergone in 2,000 years, with an emphasis on
the past 100 years. An in-depth review of this process shows that,
together with developments in Jewish History, the rest of the world
has also changed.
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The first visible thing is the great abundance that blessed the world
200 years ago. At the time that Jews began immigrating to the Land
of Israel, the industrial revolution filled the world with overflowing
good.
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The opening of the gates of knowledge brought about a wave
of important industrial and technological innovations. In these years
the world began to discover the great powers that coal and oil can
give humanity. Engines, trains and cars were invented. Roads were
paved. The vast abilities of electricity were revealed, leading to a
highly expansive world of technology. Airplanes were invented and
the world doubled the average life expectancy.
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Together with the development of science, humanity began to
rectify the world - Tikkun Olam. One aspect of this was the abolition
of slavery and another was the striving for world peace. Countries
that were the biggest dictatorships became the greatest peace-loving
states. The only dictatorships that remain today are the Muslim
countries and others that hate Israel, such as North Korea. These are
also countries that constantly instigate a state of war.
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The role of the State of Israel is to bring world peace, as stated by
the prophet Isaiah:

Bestow Your light and truth upon its leaders,
ministers, and advisors, and grace them with Your
good counsel. Strengthen the hands of those who
defend our holy land, grant them deliverance, and
adorn them in a mantle of victory. Ordain peace in

the land and grant its inhabitants eternal happiness.
Amen and Amen.
