Let’s continue with (N*NN2aNI) NT71' NXNIV. Last week we discussed yan Nxniv, now we’ll move on to VO ,XWN and
ar v iy,

Nwn is when a person that is 1IN0V lifts or moves a Xnv either directly, with his body or his weight (for example on a
seesaw). Even if you move only a part of the nxn1v, that is still considered xwn. So for example, Rochel the nT71' asked
her daughter Genendel to help her put on her shoes, and Genendel picked up Mama Rochel’s foot, she became xnov
Nwn2, even though she was wearing gloves [and didn’t actually touch Rochel].

Even if you move the NnknIL with a stick, that is still considered xXwn. So for example, Rochel is by Zanvil the dentist, and
he stuck an instrument in her mouth that moved Rochel’s mouth a drop, Zanvil became Xwna xno.

The n2'7n of Xwn is the same as of van, that while you are doing Xwn, you get a partial |'T of nkn1VN 2X, and therefore,
you and your clothing and any "> you’re touching then become xnuv. After you stop doing Xwn you are a nRNILY? [IUXR),
which means you can make food and drinks Xnu but not a person or '72. However, by touching a person’s hands, his
hands will become 0w and they need o1 n'7'0a. So, if on the way home, Zanvil gave a Dd"7y nI7w to Chanoch from vaw
21X, Chanoch has to wash his hands before touching nninn.

VO'n means that the Xnv lifted or moved the 11NV, either directly with his body; by holding a stick in his hands and
moving or lifting the 1INV, or by putting his weight down thereby lifting the NNV [for example a seesaw].

These are not considered VO'N: moving the 1INV 12T by blowing; pressing a button and moving the 21NV 12T through
electricity or if the stick is under his arm (D" xnon n'a) and he lifts or moves the 11NV 12T that way, are all not considered
0uon.

Moving only part of something, for example, lifting only part of a blanket or opening a fridge moving just the door is a
n717nn (if the fridge became Xnv, but the food in the door is definitely xno).

The same NI27n mentioned above by Xwn apply by Vo', so while the V0" is being moved it gets a partial |'T of ax
nXNIvN, and could Xxnvun even a person and '"73. So if Rochel moves Genendel even with a ten foot pole even
unintentionally (she moved the table a drop and that moved Genendel’s hand that was on the table), Gevalt!, Genendel
and all her clothing and the basket she was holding in the other hand, became a nxnIV%? jIWXR (and the food inside the
basket became a nxnIVY v).

art 7w 121"y (also called q ) is what is on top of the xnv. Even if when Rochel’s finger is under a stone, and her finger
is being pushed down by the weight of a 21NV that is sitting on top of the stone, (according to N1 N1 '0IN, but according
to the X" even if it doesn’t push down her finger), then the 71NV that’s on the stone becomes kxnv. The same NI>'7N
mentioned above by Xwn and vo'n apply, so for example if Mama Rochel sticks her finger under Genendel the n'?2’s
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T'0a
chair to lift her up (even before she lifts it in the air, while her fingers are underneath the chair), Genendel and her
clothing become Xnv, and after Mama Rochel removes her fingers, Genendel the n'73 is Xnun any food she touches, and
all the happy guests that held her hand while singing '1a1 nTIn' "y ynwa Ty, have to wash their hands before touching
minn.

All these nId7N are not as complicated as it sounds, it’s a new routine we will adjust to. Rochel will be careful not to
touch, lift, or move what she doesn’t have to. Genendel is a [IWKX1 and she just has to be careful not to touch food or
drinks before she is 7210, and that her clothing don’t touch food or drinks. So next time before she works in the kitchen,
she’ll go to the nipn, and put her old clothing in the nippn hamper, and put on fresh 11NV clothing. If a fridge or any other
appliance become Xnuv, you could still use it, just make sure that it doesn’t touch food directly (put it in a plastic
container). If a ‘' VW became Xnv, make sure not to put it near food, and don’t bring it to the wTnn N, use a
turban, you will match the other n'vaw.

Q. A nT71' opened a fridge wearing plastic gloves (so there’s no problem of yan), is there Xwn on the fridge since one part
of it (the door) moved?
A. According to (ynnn n"T :x7 0T, 2" fanw) 'oIn, it’s not Nwn. Acc. to the T"aX (7' nix "9 'T XknwAe 0at nwAe 2"ima), it is Nwn.

Q. | took a geshmake shower or went swimming, then | went ahead and made dough wTIj7 Nnaw T12)Y, and | was w™Mon

A. Swimming: The 0'>n made a n1'7a that if you go to a NI (because you were 21NN to) and afterwards you go into o'n
DIRY, and your head and most of your body (121 1wX1) was in the D'aIkw 0!, you become Xnv and can’t eat or touch
nniNn, and you have to be 7110 again. If you didn’t go to the nijm that day, then according to (ro v 22 naw) '0IN there’s
no N1, and you don’t become Xnv, but according to the (x"n v"nxn v"9) 0D"2NN, anyone that goes IANI WX in DM
D'aIRY has to be 7210 before touching nniNN. If you swim with your head out of the water you don’t become xnu.
Showers: Another n1'7a the n'>On made is if 3 217 of D*aIkw o fell from a ™12 on your head and most of your body (neck
and down), then you’re Xno for nniNn and have to be 7210. A shower head, however, is not a "7 (> Tvnw "1 "o x"n 190 vaw 'v)
so it’s not a problem.

Q. Is a metal dreidel nxni1v '723yM?

A. Only a nwyn 75 is NRNIV 7apn. Therefore any *72 that doesn’t serve a person (it only serves an animal or '7) e.g. a key
chain) is not called a nwyn *72. If it’s a V'wWON for a person it is NXNIV 22771, even though you just wear it (:30 Naw), however
a metal mask that’s not a 0'wdN, is not NNNIV 7271 (:10 NaW). Now the question is, is a toy called a nwyn *75? The nwn
in X"'n T">9 07 discusses a toy shield, and says it’s WINV because you don’t do anything with it, you just hold it?.
However, a toy that’s used for playing and not just to hold, perhaps is considered a nwyn "7, and this is the opinion of the
(x"'m T9) NMINNX NYnN.
