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Q. What a seen! The whole entire world including the leftover @ are in @*»wy2> for mzizn amt (1w,7° 117121), a »13 brought
me a pair of thick working gloves, to protect me from getting splinters when I build the m=19 and put on the 92, are the
gloves mnmiw 2apn? (170% 77581 170 178D BW9D /)
Q. A wooden basket that’s used upside down to protect food, is it mxniw 2apn? (77 1un 'y)
Q. I lent my friend that’s (mx=iwm ax) 82w my =2%21%, and he returned it. Then I used the 2%1%, and the manx touched the
‘koishikel’, is my »anx now x»w? Is a koishikel a yy 92 (GERGET -]
Q. A n7=v swept the floor with a wooden broomstick, do I have to be 221w it (is a wooden broomstick nxmiw 2apn)?

Q. Is an umbrella nxmiw 2apn? n e ’y)

NP wn? NNoo
We learnt last issue about NnidNn 72, let’s learn now about the NId>'7n of YV "'72. In order for a wooden (or leather *72) to

be NINN N NXNIV 727N, it has to have a AP N that was made intentionally (as opposed to a hollow bamboo stick),
and is meant to carry items that are held in the 712'7 n'a. Therefore, a wooden pot cover or a box cover, even if you can

place things inside the cover, if it’s not designed for that, it’s not nknIv 727n. A wooden pipe that doesn’t hold water,
the water just passes through, is not nxniv 7apn.

Even a wooden leg cap that its interior is meant to ‘hold’ the leg of a chair, is not called n7aj77 1wy, because it’s not
meant to store the legs in, rather that the legs shouldn’t scratch the floor or that the chair should stand straight, ( n"ann
.10 mw "M 'vi,T'n 2" o) Similarly, the interior of a leather glove, which is a 712'j7 n'a to ‘hold’ your hand, if it’s used
only to protect the food that you’re handling from getting sweaty (from your hands), that’s not called n'7ap7 1wy,
because you don’t need the glove to store your hands or your sweat, you’re using it just to separate the food from the
sweat (1"n 7"0D). Storing even in order to throw out right away is also considered 72j7'7 "1lwy, therefore a (wooden) dust
pan, since you need the 712'7 N2 in order to transfer the waste on it into the garbage, it’s nxni1v 727n. However, if the
way the *73 is used is through sweeping or dragging, then even though it has a 712'7 N1, if the 7212'7 N it is not necessary,
it’s not called Nn'72j77 1wy and is not NXNIV 727N, (DM2OYN NTIXN MW 'V90 'vi N, K'ITNI AN 1"'VD).

There is a N717Nn about a 712'7 N2 that’s meant to be filled up permanently, whether it has a |'T of a 712'7 n'a. But
everyone agrees that if what goes in the 712'j7 n'a is not packed in, and you can take it in and out, it’s nxnIV 7aj7n, and
that’s why |"7'on is nXnIV 72 (1,7 X"ITN).

A yv "7 that you don’t move when it’s full, either because it’s too big and can break, or because it’s too heavy to move,
is not NXNIV 72jm. 7"7N estimated that if the "> can contain 40 NXO, it is too big to move when full. If the 73 is meant
to be able to be moved (when full) and once in a while it’s moved (for example a nn'a ! that has wheels?), according to
the (X"n 2"9) n"ann, even if it’s more than 40 NXo, it is NkNIV 7ajm, and according to the (ow) T"ax it’s not 7apn
NXNIV, unless its whole function is to be moved, like a wagon3. A "7 that’s never meant to be moved (for example a small
seforim shrank or armoire), even if it’s less than 40 NXoO, it’s not NXNIV 727n. According to the n"ann this ndn is by any
175 even a small table that you decided should never be moved*, however the T"axn holds that only a type of 173 that is
generally made not to be moved is not NnxN1V 72, even if it’s less than 40 nXo.

If a 72 is moved because you’re moving or painting or rearranging the furniture in that room, that’s not called 1wy
20709, ("D n"T 0 naan 'oin).
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The way to measure 40 nXoO is including the thickness of the "2, but the legs are not included. A dresser that’s 40 nXoO,
which has removable drawers, the drawers are not considered part of the dresser and are nxni10 7270 (n"n A"9 0"an0).
By a 0"90 shrank, if the shelves are not attached, even if it’s sometimes removed to adjust the level, it’s similar to
rearranging the furniture, its way of using is not by moving, and is not nxniv 7apn.

All this is if the 20 is not meant to sit or stand on, but if it's meant to be a 00T (for example a bed), then even though it
doesn’t have a 712'7 N1 it’s XNV not only through 01T, but even through touching it®. If it has a 712'7 n'a that holds
more than 40 NXO, then there’s a D'IIWRY NpI7NN whether it’s 07N NXNIV 7270 (LTI 1T NAY DIYKRY 'V).

All these nI37n are nYINN N, but [227TN certain YV 72 '0IWD are nXNIV 72N, and will be discussed next issue n"'X.

ANSWERS TO LAST WEEKS QUESTIONS:

Q. It is after the last war of a1ani a1, and the river that’s flowing from the n'wTpn wp is endlessly flowing (n T nMAar), which
signifies (0w 0'a%n) that finally the whole entire world recognizes that Tnx iInwi TnX 1! | was showing my kids on a metal
globe how this nx111 was finally 0vpna, and they wanted to know if a metal globe is NNNIL 72N? (3":1"2 o%a p"anU A" 1"3 092 ')

A. No, because a 72 that you don’t do anything with it, it is used only to learn from, is not a *72 that’s DT~ 'wnwn, (D"anIn "9 |2
NaIm 12'k oW "Rani X"an ""aav,a"vl).

Q. Is a bamboo mat that has metal wires that hold it together nxniv 22pn? (x"n1"a 03 'v)

A. The nawn says that a chain that’s used to tie wood together is not nxniIv 721N, either because it’s serving the wood (D"am
1"va1, 7" "9), or because it is XV 191 0w 17 I'N, (W"N1IN"N'91 0"1M0), or because it doesn’t have a 22 NIy, (D22 K"ITN
N,10). It would seem that the case of the bamboo mat is similar and even the wires are not nknIL 22pN.% The reason why it’s
better not to use it for 120, is because it’s a T'nun that’s not 1w2 to use for 720.

Q. AnTYr touched the mixer attachment that’s used for making dough, and then | attached it to the mixer and made a dough, is the dough xnv?

A. The rule is a "72 that’s made of a few parts, the part that is the nax7nn nwIV Py, is NNNIL 227N, and the other parts are
called mxv 191 0w 17 'K, (0,0 aL1L R"ITN 'V), so it would seem that the attachment that’s used for mixing is considered the
main part of the 93, and is nNNIL 72N, (and the dough is XnV)’.

Q. | was in the park and I touched the chain of a swing (that a nn xnv touched), did | become xnv?

A. There is a D21NNK NpI7NN what’s considered vipin DU wnw? nwua, the (bp ' 7"1") nTIna T holds that only if the upp
enhances the usage of the 172, but a bench that can stand without being attached to the ground, even if it was built with
the intention of attaching it to the ground, it is nNnIL 22jM. The (3,0' 0'72) WK ITN holds that as long as the 22 was made
with the intention to be attached to the ground (and not first used detached and then attached), it’s not nxniIvL 72pnN. It would
seem that a swing even according to the nTIn'a U1 is not NXNIL 72N, because it has to be attached to the ground so it
should not tip over (it’s not like a tent that is nNNIL 227N, because a tent is meant to be moved from place to place, so even the anchors
are NNNIL 2N, because it’s considered as part of the tent - 1,0 X"ITN 'v). If it doesn’t have to be attached, and the ground doesn’t
enhance its use, (it’s attached merely so no one should move the swing) then according to the nTin'a yT, even if the seat of the
swing is not NNNIL 717N (because it’s made from artificial rubber), the chain is NnxNIL 22N, ("xann 2"wn 2% yu %@ 1AW 09090 N2
'wnix1"9) and according to the 781w NINGN even the seat is NNNID 92PN because it’s attached to a NIV 22pNN 12T S,

Q. A metal mirror hanging in the closet, is it nxniv 72pn? (1"nT"a 0 'v)

A. The nawn says that a mirror is NXNIL 72pN. Even though we learned that a 192 that’s only used to learn from is not considered
DTN 'wmwnN like the globe that we mentioned, a mirror is used for the person himself, not just to get a nu'T, rather you use
a mirror to put on makeup®.
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
