There are many parts of the nTin |27 that don’t need a |2, and the nix¥n to prepare it is on the 0'72y21, and even NIMPTX D'
have the NIdT to take part of the preparation. There are a few things to prepare before going to the wTznn N1, 1) money for
the 0'D01 that you will buy in the wTpmn N1, 2) 20 naNwy of fine flour, 3) 10 pieces of NRW (not what we call yeast that’s made from
chemicals) to be ynnn the 10 Ni7n, 4) % a a17 of il 5) bring along the kids and einiklach so they can help you work on 30 of the
NI7N at the same time so that they don’t become ynn. The nTIN N7 are made from 20 D'INWY (each [Nwy is a WY'w that is 2N in
a7n nwion), 10 DINWY are used to make 30 Ni7n that are not ynn, (10 nin, 10 pj'71 and 10 n21a1), and 10 DINWY are used to
make 10 ni7n that are ynn. There are a lot of NI>'7n how to prepare the flour, it comes from the fields that produce the best
quality, and there is a whole process how to get pure Nn'710. The flour can’t be bought in a regular store, because all the flour in
the store is assumed to be XNV, (since the wheat is usually bleached, it is NXN10 72777 AWIN, and in a store it is assumed that someone Xnu touched
it, 2"n "o 'won).
