The (» n7s w2 x2w xNoOIN also says, that if you lose a *%3 and then you find it, you
have to be wwin for n» nxmiv, and the w7 adds that it needs /1173 nx17. However, the ‘o1n and 91x»i %v2 v onoo), say
that there is no wwn of n» nxmv, and a >%> that is found is assumed to be a ;7wx1. So according to ‘oin the person who
touched the *%5 didn’t become xnv, and according to the 07am1 the person' is xnv.

So, the stroller is for sure a ;wx9, and maybe even an 2x (and is
xmvn anyone that touches or moves it), because even though you don’t have to be wwin that someone sat or stepped
on it, but perhaps they leaned on the stroller, v~x.

A. The mwn says that if you leave out clothing to dry in i nawn and you weren’t watching them even for a second,
they are o>xmv, because people that are o’xmv are walking around, and very likely touched them. Even if you hang
them very high up, it is still x»nv, (@>nsn7 ny15 ’xnoOIN). The (1,7 P1RWL) W K 1111 says that even in o*Ywy1> where there is
no o°%5 n7°13, they were 713, since it’s very likely to become xnv.

A. There is an m1o°x to be xnwn food or oil of n*»aw, because it is considered like destroying the food, because a™mv
won’t use it anymore. Therefore, the xnooin says that you can’t smear oil of n*s»aw with hands that are o>xnv. The
07anm3 in n7i°p holds that o*1 ono are not o*pwn xnwn, only if the o»1> became xmw are they ppwn xnvn. According to
that you don’t have to wash your hands before smearing the oil. There is a discussion if the o7an3 was 71, but either
way, according to most o°1wx3 even 071> ano are o’pw» ’xnwn, and you have to wash your hands before touching the
oil. This applies 7nna wipni n°2 m2'ws, but until then, since we are all o*x»v, you don’t have to wash your hands.
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
