Someone that grew up among 013 and never heard at all about the 1108, or someone who thought that his action was
NI (AN W), is still considered a amw, and not an o1x ¢ Even if someone knew that a specific action was T1ox, but
didn’t know that it was a n15 21°n, is considered a amw (provided, that if he would have known that it was a n15 21n, he
wouldn’t have been 121v). * If someone knew that what he was doing was a poo, but if he would have known that it was
7ox *x 1, he would have refrained (for example, he drove a car mwnwn 13, and then found out that it was already naw),
it’s a nponn whether that’s considered »w.! « If he did his action because o>7v said it was n», or even if 17 n»a said it
was 7nIn, and it was later found to be 11ox, that’s called a 3w, and not an onx.

After he lifted it, he realized that it had been attached, according to ‘oin
that’s considered poynn.) An exception to this rule is on naw. Even if one tried doing an 110°%, but he mistakenly did a
different one, he is 1ws. (For example, someone forgot it was naw, and tried to turn on the front right gas burner, but by
mistake his hand went to a different one, he is Mv5.?)

poynn is usually 11ws from a y27p. However, by n1™w1 0°2%n, even poynn is 2»n. (For example, he thought that the piece
he’s eating is 71mn, later it was found that a n>15> of 2% was on that piece, he’s 2»°n a nxvn 127p.)
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If someone was 7121y many »:wa n1vay, he must bring a j37p on each one. But if there was only one error, even if he
committed an 792y many times as a result of that error, he only needs to bring one 127p. There are three ways to qualify
what separate errors are: 1) Different n11»ay.
