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Shabbos, Semichah, Nesachim, and Tenufah
33. Shalmei simchah have the same halachos as shalmei chagigah.

They are not brought on Shabbos, they require semichah and
nesachim, and the tenufah of the chazeh and shok.

Night

34. The Gemara says that the mitzvah of simchah also applies on
every night of yom tov with the exception of the first night.92
There is a machlokes how to explain this halacha. Some
meforshim understand that in addition to eating the korban
during the day, one needs also to eat from it at night [except
the first night].93 Other meforshim explain that it is not
necessary to eat a korban both by day and by night, rather it
just means that the mitzvah applies once a day, and the
mitzvah can also be fulfilled at night.%*

First Night

35. Following these two approaches, there is a machlokes
concerning the first night of yom tov, and its exemption. Some
say there is no mitzvah of simchah at all on the first night.9
Others say that there is a mitzvah of simcha, just that one does
not have to bring a korban on erev yom tov in order to fulfill
the mitzvah of simchah on the first night. The mitzvah is
fulfilled through chullin meat, wine, and new clothing.96

simchah. A tamei should be mekayeim the mitzvah through
eating chullin meat, and drinking wine.8”

Fulfilling the Obligation

29. The main mitzvah of simchas yom tov is to eat from the
korban, not the bringing of the korban. Therefore, one can
fulfill the mitzvah with a shelamim that he brought the day
before.”

Nedarim and Nedavos

30. One can fulfill his obligation with nedarim and nedavos that he
needs to bring anyway. Some Rishonim hold that when doing
so, one must have intention at the time of shechitah that he
wishes to be yotzei the mitzvah of simchah with this particular
korban.88

Sharing
31. One even does not need to own the korban; he can be yotzei

by eating from someone else’s korban, even if he does not chip
in.89 Still, some Acharonim hold that one must bring his own
korban simchah at least once within the duration of yom tov.9°

Shalmei Chagigah
32. There is a machlokes Acharonim whether one can be yotzei his
chiyuy with the shalmei chagigah.®!
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* Shelamim may be eaten for two days and the intervening night.
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Erev Yom Tov

24. There is a machlokes Rishonim whether someone who was
makriv his chagigah on erev yom tov is yotzei. Some hold that
if one had specific intention to be yotzei the chagigah of yom
tov, he is yotzei.83

The Essence of the Mitzvah

25. Some Acharonim say that the main mitzvah is the bringing of
the korban. Therefore, if for some reason one did not end up
eating it, he is still yotzei. Other Acharonim say that the
mitzvah is to eat it, and the eating is essential to be yotzei.8

Shalmei Simchah

The Mitzvah of Simchah

26. Another mitzvah on yom tov is 3302 nnn1.85 Chazal teach that
this simchah is accomplished through bringing a korban
shelamim, and eating from it. This mitzvah applies throughout
the entire yom tov.

Who is Obligated

27. The mitzvah of simchah applies to women as well. Some hold
that the woman has a personal mitzvah to eat a kezayis of the
korban, while others hold that it is the husband’s mitzvah to
be mesamei’ach his wife on yom tov by giving her part of the
korban.8s

28. Aside from a tamei, even those who are patur from the
mitzvah of reiyah and chagigah are obligated in shalmei

Who is Obligated

17. Whoever is obligated in an olas re’iyah is obligated in a korban
chagigah, and those who are patur from an olas re’iyah are
patur from a korban chagigah.8®

Chinuch

18. The opinion which holds that there is a mitzvah of chinuch on
olas re’iyah, would also hold that the same applies to chagigah
as well.8t

Purchase

Value

19. The chagigah has to be worth at least two ma'ah, which is
approximately two dollars.

Source

20. The purchase must be made using money that is chullin for
the base two ma’ah, and one can add on to the base price with
maaser sheini money.

Shutfus
21. A few people can chip in to buy one korban as long as each

person spent at least two ma’ah.82

Semichah, Nesachim, Tenufah
22. Chagigah requires semichah and nesachim. Tenufah is done
on the piwy nyp (which go to the kohen).

Shabbos
23. Like olas re’iyah, the korban chagigah is not brought on
Shabbos.
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Purchase

11. A few people can chip in to buy one korban as long as each
person spent a ma’ah (approximately one dollar’s worth).78
Preferably, though, one should spend as much as he can afford
on the korban.

Shabbos
12. This korban cannot be brought on Shabbos. Therefore, when

the first day of yom tov falls out on Shabbos, it is brought after
Shabbos.

Brachah
13. There is a machlokes among the Acharonim whether or not a
brachah is recited on the mitzvah of re’iyah.”

Shalmei Chagigah

The Mitzvah of Chagigah

14. There is a mitzvah to be makriv a korban shelamim, called (in
the plural tense) shalmei chagigah, on the first day of yom tov.
B’di’eved, if one did not bring it on the first day, he can bring it
on the rest of the days of yom tov.

15. As with all shelamim, only an animal can be brought, not a
bird.

Adding On

16. The basic chiyuyv is to bring one animal. If one wishes to add,
he may bring as much as he wishes, and they are all
considered a chagigah, and can be brought on yom tov.
(Without this status it would be a regular korban nedavah
which cannot be brought on yom tov).

walk without a cane from the place he is staying to the
Azarah, he is obligated.

6. A mute, or one who is blind even in only one eye, or deaf even
in only one ear, is exempt.

We need not be concerned about this one, because, as the navi
foretold, everyone will be healed.”¢

Tamei
7. A tamei is exempt from the mitzvah entirely, and does not

need to send his korban with a shaliach.

Tashlumin

8. The primary time for the mitzvah is on the first day of yom
tov, but, b’di’eved, if one did not bring it on the first day, he can
make it up the rest of the days of yom tov. For Shavuos, the
days of tashlumin continue for six days after yom tov.

9. One who was exempt on the first day, cannot make it up on
the days of tashlumin.”’

One who became tamei on the first night of yom tov, is exempt
from bringing the olas re’iyah even the rest of yom tov, because he
was not obligated at all on the first day. However, one who was
tahor in the morning of the first day, and became tamei before he
had a chance to bring the korban, must bring the korban when he
becomes tahor, (within the days of tashlumin).

Semichah and Nesachim
10. The olas re’iyah requires semichah (see Chapter 3), and
nesachim (see Chapter 11).

fulfillment of this mitzvah is during the daytime, when
korbanos are brought.”2

Who is Obligated
2. Adult men are obligated in the mitzvah of re’iyah.

Chinuch

3. Every father has a mitzvah of chinuch?3 to bring his son that
is old enough to hold his father’s hand and walk from their
place in Yerushalayim’ to the Azarah. According to some,
part of the chiyuv of chinuch is that the child bring a korban as
well. However, since it’'s not a chiyuv min haTorah, it cannot
be brought on yom tov. So, on the first day of chol hamoed, all
the fathers bring ‘o»yin %3, with the ‘@w1p 8%, to the Azarah
to bring an olah. A kotton is not allowed to do semichah, so
this olah is brought without semichah.

Bar Mitzvah

4. A boy that becomes bar mitzvah on chol hamoed, doesn’t wait
until chol hamoed to bring an olas re’iyah; rather he brings it
immeadiately on the first day of yom tov.”s

Exemptions

Disabilities

5. A man who cannot walk up, by foot, from his city to the
Azarah is exempt from the mitzvah of re’iyah. This includes
those who cannot walk due to old age, infirmity, injury, or
even one who is too fragile due to pampering. However, if
such an individual is in Yerushalayim before yom tov, and can

Chapter 5

Korbanos of the Regalim

It is the first day of yom tov in the Beis Hamikdash! All the men in
Klal Yisrael came to be makriv korbanos and daven in the Beis
Hamikdash. What a davening! Nothing can compare to the
davening in the Beis Hamikdash on the first day of Pesach!68

[ can’t begin to describe the feelings! The whole entire Klal Yisrael
is together in Yerushalayim, eating the korban pesach, and
retelling the tremendous nissim we had witnessed at the time of
the Geulah, and how the entirety of galus was for our best. Then
came the Hallel! The whole entire Klal Yisrael singing together
with such deveikus to Hashem; it feels like there is nothing else -
just Hashem and His beloved kallah! After such a seder, we
reached such closeness to Hashem!

There are three mitzvos that we have on each of the Three
Regalim: re’iyah, chagigah, and simchah.s®

The Mitzvah of Re’iyah

1. The mitzvah of re’iyah is the chiyuv to come to the Azarah on
the first day of yom tov, and bring a korban called an olas
re’iyah.’® This olah can be either an animal or a bird.”* The
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HILCHOS KORBAN PESACH 21

Other Korbanos

Chagigas Yud-Daled, Olas Re’iyah, and Shalmei Chagigah

65. As we learned above (#58), the chagigas Yud-Daled is only
brought on Erev Pesach, and only when the pesach was
brought b’taharah. There are three korbanos brought on the
first day of yom tov; olas re’iyah, shalmei chagigah, and
shalmei simcha. One who is tamei on the first day of yom tov
does not bring these korbanos. Even if he becomes tahor
during yom tov, he doesn’t bring the olas re’iyah or shalmei
chagigah.®” In the next chapter we will learn that the chiyuvim
of olas re’iyah and shalmei chagigah are bound specifically to
the first day of yom tov.

Shalmei Simchah
66. Shalmei simchah however is brought when the person
becomes tahor.

.(7 1997 7an moban 2 pav) 07ams
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A sheretz, neveilah, or even a chair that a yoledes sat on,®3 are
m’tamei with maga. If the majority of the tzibbur are tamei with
these tum’os, the pesach is brought b’tum’ah.

Mechusar Kippurim

63. A yoledes (or any of the other mechusarei kippurim) who
already toveled but did not yet bring her korban, is m’tamei
kodshim. Regarding pesach haba b’tum’ah there is a
machlokes,®* if she still retains the din of a yoledes and cannot
be part of a pesach haba b’tumah, or at this point her level of
tumah is like a temei meis, and her tum’ah is overridden with
the tzibbur. We do not have a clear decision on this question.

This is a very significant matter, because women are part of the
calculation of the majority of the tzibbur (for Pesach Rishon). If
rov of the tzibbur are temei’im with tum’ah of the body, we cannot
bring the pesach in a state of tum’ah. Therefore, if a minority of
the yidden are tamei with a tumah hayotzei migufan, and by
including all the women who recently gave birth, and cannot yet
bring their korban yoledes, this will form a majority, this question
will be very relevant.6s

Entering the Azarah

64. If the korban is brought in a state of tum’ah, the temei’ei meis
can enter the Azarah, but other temei’im like zavim, zavos,
nidos, and yolados cannot.6¢

it is considered a pesach haba b’taharah, and temei’im cannot
participate.>?

According to this opinion, if you have 50 tahorim, and each one of
them represent a chaburah of 100 temei’im, but only the tehorim
come to the Azarah, it would be a pesach haba b’taharah, and the
temei’im can’t take part of it.

Many Acharonimé® have trouble understanding this opinion,
and they say that we include all the temei’im who are within
16 mil, (i.e. not apim1 7772) in the calculation.

According to this, in the above case, it would be a pesach haba
b’tum’ah, and all the temei’im are yotzei their pesach, and can eat
it along with the tehorim.

Types of Tum’ah

62. The Gemara says that the halachah of tum’ah dechuyah
b’tzibbur applies to tum’as meis, but not to the tum’os of zavim,
zavos, nidos, and yolados.s! According to many Rishonimé2 any
tum’ah that is not a body tum’ah, rather from contact with an
external source, is equivalent to tumas meis. It is unnecessary
for them to toivel, and the korban is brought b’tumah.

tenufah and nesachim, like all shelamim. 7) It is possible that it
can be shechted before the time of the korban pesach.>¢

In contrast, according to the latter opinion, this chagigah is
halachically identical to the pesach:

1) It can only be a male, a sheep or goat, and only under a year
old. 2) It is eaten only until chatzos. 3) It must be fire-roasted.
4) It has to be I'menuyov. 5) It is possible that there is an issur
to break a bone.>” 6) It is uncertain if it requires semichah,
nesachim and tenufah.58 7) It is shechted the same time as the
pesach.

Pesach Haba B’tum’ah

Based on the principle that tum’ah dechuyah b’tzibbur, the korban
pesach overrides tum’ah in certain circumstances, as we will

learn.

Rov of the Tzibbur
60. If the majority of the tzibbur are temei’ei meis, the korban

pesach is brought and eaten in a state of tum’ah.

Calculating the Majority

61. The calculation whether the majority of people are tamei or

tahor, is based on those who are in the vicinity of the Beis
Hamikdash. One opinion holds that we only count the people
who are standing right outside the Azarah. If the majority of
those outside the Azarah are tamei, the pesach is brought
b’tum’ah. If the majority of those outside the Azarah are tahor,
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Chagigas Yud-Daled

57. In addition to the korban pesach, there is another korban that
is brought, provided that:
x. Erev Pesach falls out on a weekday,
3. The korban pesach is brought in a state of taharah,
3. Everyone in the chaburah has only a small portion of the
korban pesach to eat.

This korban is called chagigas Yud-Daled.

D’Oraysa or D’Rabbanan

58. Some hold that this korban is mid’Rabbanan, which is eaten
before the korban pesach, in order to ensure that the korban
pesach will be not be eaten on an empty stomach. Others hold
that this chagigah is min hatorah, but it is optional. According
to both of these opinions, this chagigah is a korban
shelamim.54

There is another opinion mentioned in the Gemara; the
opinion of Ben Taima. Ben Teima holds that the chagigah is
min hatorah, and it is halachically identical to a korban pesach.
Some Rishonim pasken according to Ben Teima.55

Ramifications

59. There are many ramifications to this machlokes. According to
the first opinion, that chagigas Yud-Daled is a shelamim:

1) It can be a female, a cow, and it can be up to two years of
age. 2) It is eaten for two days and a night. 3) It doesn’t have
to be roasted. 4) It doesn’t have to be eaten I'menuyav. 5)
There is no issur to break a bone. 6) There is semichah,

cannot swallow until returning to the location of his
chaburah.*8

Location - Kedushas Yerushalayim

52. The korban has to be eaten in a place that has the kedushah of
Yerushalayim.

53. Most Rishonim#° hold that the second floor or the roof does
not have kedushas Yerushalayim, and one can’t eat the korban
pesach there; it can only be eaten on ground level. Other
Rishonim50 maintain that the second story and the roof have
kedushas Yerushalayim, and the korban pesach can be eaten
there as well.

Time to Eat the Korban Pesach

54. The korban pesach may only be eaten at night, and must be
finished by chatzos.5! If there is any meat left on the table, the
meat and all the food on the table must be removed and burnt
on the first day of chol hamoed.52

55. After chatzos the meat is m’tamei yadayim via maga, requiring
netillas yadayim for touching terumah, and tevilas yadayim for
touching kodshim.53

56. After the zman achilah there is no longer any issur to remove
the meat of the korban from the location of the chaburah.

him to leave before he starts eating, and create his own
chaburah with the portion that he is entitled to.43

Location - Removing the Meat From the House or Chaburah

47.

It is assur to take any part of the korban out of the room or
location of its chaburah. If meat is taken out, it becomes
passul. Accordingly, if a single chaburah is in a house, it is
assur to take it under the lintel, because that is considered out
of the room. If there are two chaburos in a room, the issur is to
take it out of the area marked-off for that chaburah.** If the
korban is being eaten outdoors, it may not be removed from
the table.

If two of the bnei chaburah took out two kezeisim together, it
is not considered that the meat left the chaburah, rather that
part of the chaburah moved.*s However, it cannot be eaten
outside of the original location, because that would violate the
mitzvah of eating in one place. Rather it should be brought
back to the original place and eaten there.

If the korban was placed in a cupboard, some consider it as
though it left its chaburah and became passul. 46

According to some Rishonim the issur to take the korban out
of the location of the chaburah goes into effect as soon as the
korban was split up and each chaburah brought their portion
to their location, even before they start eating.

If one got up while chewing the korban and walked over to
another chaburah, he can chew with his mouth closed, but he

Location - Eating in One Place

41.

42,

43.

44,

The Torah says %3x> 7oy n%23,38 which means that each
individual has to eat his korban in one location. One cannot
eat the korban in two different places.3° However, one korban
can be used for two different chaburos. Additionally, one
room can be used for two different chaburos.

If there is only one chaburah in a room, the entire room is
considered its location. Therefore, the members of the
chaburah can eat the korban anywhere in that room.40

If there are two chaburos in one room, (whether they are
eating one korban that was split into two chaburos or they
each have their own korban), they have to make a small
mechitzah between them, and they shouldn’t face each
other.4

If a chaburah is eating outdoors, each person must eat in one
spot without moving around.*2

Location - Bnei Chaburah Splitting Up

45.

46.

Once a chaburah has made up to eat together, they are
obligated to eat together, and cannot split up.

However, if there is a concern that one of the bnei chaburah
will eat too much, or if one of them invited a friend without
consulting the rest of the bnei chaburah (even if he will be
sharing with his friend from his own portion), they may to ask
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1) Parts of the animal that have a din of meat and have an
obligation to be eaten, and everyone must make sure it is not
left over. This group includes, aside for the standard cuts of
meat: the brain, nose, lips, stomach, heart, lungs, spleen, the
soft part of the ears etc.

2) Parts that have a din of meat but one is not required to eat,
and which are burned when they become nossar. This
includes the eyeballs.

3) Parts that are assur mid’Rabbanan to eat, and are burned
when they become nossar, such as shuman hagid, and other
fats.

4) Parts that can be thrown away, as they are not considered
edible. This group includes skin and bones without marrow.

Sheviras Etzem

38. It is forbidden to break a bone of the korban pesach. Even a
tiny incision3s is considered shviras etzem. Therefore, while
cutting the meat, one must be very careful, not to nick the
bones; especially considering that the animal might be only
eight days old, and its bones very soft.

39. According to some poskim, anything that in an ox, can be
cooked and eaten, is not considered a bone, and may be eaten
in the lamb or goat of the korban pesach.36 These parts have
no issur of shviras etzem.

Roasting Two Korbanos in the Same Oven

33. There is a gezeirah d’Rabbanan not to roast two korbanos in
the same oven, because they might get mixed up, and we
won’t know which animal belongs to which chaburah. Even if
one is a sheep and one is a goat, it is still forbidden.32

Shabbos

34. The roasting of the korban pesach does not override Shabbos.
Therefore, if Erev Pesach falls out on Erev Shabbos, the
korban has to be put in the oven before shkiah,33 and not
removed until it is completely roasted.

35. If one removed the meat from the oven and then realized that
the inside was not fully roasted, he cannot return it to the
oven, because that would be cooking on Shabbos. He also
cannot eat it if it is still na (undercooked, see above #32).
Therefore he should peel off the part that is fully roasted until
he reaches the part that is na. He should eat the fully roasted
meat, and leave the rest to become nossar.

36. When Erev Pesach falls out on Shabbos, everyone stays in the
Beis Hamikdash until after Shabbos, because we can’t carry
the korban home on Shabbos. Only after Shabbos do we begin
roasting the korban.

Eating the Korban
Parts of the Korban That Are Eaten

37. Every kezayis that can be eaten3* must be eaten. It is beyond
the scope of this work to go through every part of the animal,
however we can split the animal parts into four categories:

same reason, one has to be careful while roasting the korban,
that the meat should not touch the sides of the oven, which
will roast the meat by the heat of the walls and not by the
direct heat of the fire. If, the meat did touch the oven walls,
the area of the meat that came in contact with the oven must
be peeled off and may not be eaten. It must be burnt.2?

30. Coals that are glowing are considered fire. However, if they
are burnt out, they are not considered fire,28 (and certainly if
they were removed from the oven), even if there is enough
heat to roast the korban.

Na

31. The korban pesach must be eaten when fully roasted. It is
forbidden to eat the korban pesach when it is na, which
means: not fully roasted. Some hold that once it reaches
maachal ben drusa’i;* it is edible with diffuculty, it is no longer
considered na,? while others disagree and hold that it has to
be completely done.30

Burnt

32. If the korban was roasted until it was burnt, but it is still
edible, one fulfills the mitzvah. However, some hold that this
is assur I'chatchilah, and one has to take caution that the
korban does not get burnt.3!
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" Either a third or half of the way to completely done. This is how thieves
would eat their meat, as they were always on the run.

Haza’as Hadam, Hefshet, Hotza’as Eimurin, and Michui Kirbayim

26. After the shechitah, the blood is poured on the Mizbei’ach, and
then the skin is flayed. The fats that go on the Mizbei’ach are
then removed, and the kishkes are cleaned.

Preparation for Eating the Korban
Roasting the Korban

27. The korban pesach has to be roasted whole.2* However, the
legs (from knee down), the stomach, and, according to some,
even the liver, are placed outside the animal, either on the
top, the bottom, or the side of the spit.2> There is a machlokes
if the gid hanasheh was removed before roasting.26 The meat
is rinsed slightly before roasting.

28. A wooden spit, preferably from a rimon tree, is used to roast
the korban. The spit is thrust in the mouth, and passes
through the entire body of the korban. Then it is roasted with
the mouth facing downwards with a piece of wood in the nose
to prevent it from closing, in order to allow all the blood to
drain.

Tzli Esh - Fire Roasted

29. The korban has to be fire-roasted; wx >y%. This means that the
heat applied to the meat must come directly from fire; not
through any additional source. For this reason, the spit cannot
be made of metal, as the metal will become an independent
source of heat, which will assist in roasting the meat. For the

20. The heilige Yidden accepted a minhag upon themselves, that if
one was part of one chaburah, and subsequently switched to
join a different chaburah, they would tovel everything
(themselves, clothing, and dishes) again al taharas hakodesh.
This tevilah can be done on Yom Tov.21

Hakrovah of the Korban

Bringing the Korban Pesach

21. Now we are ready to bring the actual korban. The shechitah of
the korban pesach is its own mitzvah, distinct from the
mitzvah of eating the korban pesach. It is one of only two
mitzvos asei which one is chayav karess for neglecting it.

Time
22. After the afternoon korban tamid, the shechitah of the korban
pesach begins.

Three Shifts

23. Millions of Yidden with their sheep or goats are converging on
the Azarah! The shechting is divided into three shifts. Even in
the event that there was only a very small crowd, it still must
be divided in three shifts.

Shechitah - By Whom
24. The shechitah is done either by the owner or by his shaliach.?2

Shechitah - Hallel
25. During the shechitah, the Levi'im sing Hallel. Some say that
everyone present in the Azarah sings Hallel as well.23

L’'menuyav - Switching to a Different Chaburah

18. One can only be monui on one animal.18

If one wishes to remove himself from one chaburah and join a
different chaburah before shechitah, he may do so as long as one
of the original bnei hachaburah is left nimneh on the first
korban.1®

Chaim Yankel Halevi, Mordche Gimpel, Heshy and Mr. Genukshoin
joined as one chaburah and bought a korban. Then Moshe
Rabbeinu invites Chaim Yankel, one of his ur einiklach, to his
Seder, and Mordechai Hatzadik invites Mordche Gimpel, to his
seder. Then Zeidy Himmelstien invites Heshy. Meanwhile, Mr.
Genukshoin found Berel and Gumfrecht to join his Seder. Zeidy
realized it won’t be the same without Mr. Genukshoin, and wishes
to invite him. Mr. Genukshoin should not join, because he is the
last one remaining from the original bnei chabura. If he were to
leave, Berel and Gumfracht will not be yotzei.

19. Some hold that it is only if there already were menu’yim and
they back out all at once, that the korban pesach is not usable.
However, one can check a korban and be makdish it as a
pesach, to be for whoever decides to buy it. This custom is
mentioned in the Gemara.20

L’'menuyav

15. The korban pesach has to be 1n%; each individual must have a
part of the korban designated!4 for them. The shechitah of the
korban is only valid for the chaburah who have a designated
part of it. This has to be decided before the shechitah;
afterwards there is no backing out or joining a different
chaburah.

16. As mentioned above (#8) only one who can eat a kezayis is
obligated in korban pesach. Besides the din that the korban
must be shechted I'menuyav, it also must be shechted l'ochlav;
for people who can eat the korban. One who can’t eat a kezayis
or is tamei or is uncircumsized, is not an ochel. One who can’t
eat a kezayis who wishes to join a healthy chaburah, the
Rishonim differ as to whether or not he can join I’chatchilah.!s

17. Even if one person could eat the entire korban himself,
I’chatchilah he should have someone join him, so that the
chaburah has at least two people.l¢ As many people can join
the chaburah as there are kezeisim for them to partake in.

chaburah! Hundreds of Yidden ran to join, one by one, however
Yeshayahu Hanavi’s sheep consists of only 200 kezeisim. The first
two hundred were yotzei. As for the rest, there is a machlokes if
they were yotzei, or if they must bring a pesach sheni.l?

11. If one is within sixteen mil at chatzos, but he can’t reach the
Azarah because the traffic is bumper-to-bumper, he must
leave the wagon and go by foot.%

Remember, the entire Jewish nation is on the way to
Yerushalayim! Every Yid is on his way to the Beis Hamikdash! It is
highly suggested to come a day or two early.

12. If the korban was shechted for one that qualified as derech
rechokah, there is a machlokes if it works and he was yotzei or
it does not work, and he must still take part in Pesach
Sheini.10

Milah of Zecharim and Avadim

13. One is not allowed to have the korban pesach shechted on his
behalf if he has a son or an eved that is uncircumcised, or a
shifchah that was not tovel yet.1! If the korban was shechted
for someone who has a slave that didn't have milah, the
korban is passul.1?

It may seem that this last halachah is not so applicable, however
the Gemaral3 says that as soon as Mashiach will come, all the
remaining non-Jews will be our avadim. Therefore, if Mashiach
comes right before Pesach, we have to keep this in mind.

14. There is an additional issur for one who has a son or an eved
that wasn’t circumcised to eat the korban. Therefore if one
purchases an eved after the shechitah, he must circumcise him
in order to eat the korban at night.

the animal starts on the tenth of Nissan, and other Rishonim#
hold it starts on the eleventh. Some5 hold that it must be
checked on every one of the four days. During those four days
the animal does not go out to graze in the field, as a
precaution, so that it should not get a mum.¢

Who is Obligated

8. Everyone who is tahor - men and women - who are able to
eat a kezayis of the korban have a chiyuv to be part of the
korban pesach. Children under bar mitzvah are allowed to eat
the korban pesach, and there is a mitzvah of chinuch to include
them in the korban, provided that they can eat a kezayis.”

Derech Rechokah

9. One who is b’derech rechokah [i.e., he is more than sixteens
mil away from Yerushalayim], at chatzos on Erev Pesach and
therefore cannot make it to the Azarah by foot by shkiah, is
exempt from the korban pesach, and he has to take part in
Pesach Sheini.

10. Even if one can make it to the Azarah if he travels by a wagon,
it is still considered that he is b’derech rechokah.

designed with a narrow opening of less than two inches wide,
then one will need to tovel each item separately.

4. All women who gave birth need to first bring a korban yoledes
(a sheep for an olah, and a bird for a chattas) before they are
tahor for [eating or touching'] kodshim.2

5. After tevilah, one must make sure not to be meisi’ach daas,
which means that guarding one’s self from tum’ah is in one’s
conscious awareness.

Before touching or sitting on a chair, he will make sure it is not
tamei. And, of course, he must be very careful not to contract
tum’ah from someone that might be tamei.

Finally, we are tahor! We have to be makriv the korban pesach
(and chagigas Yud-Daled) on Erev Pesach, and be makriv an olas
re’iyah, shalmei chagigah and shalmei simchah on yom tov. Let’s
start with the korban pesach. The other korbanos will be
discussed in next chapter.

Buying the Korban Pesach

6. The korban pesach can be brought from either a male sheep
or a goat, that is between eight days old and a year old.

Bikkur

7. The animal does not have to be bought by the tenth day of
Nissan, however it needs to be checked for any mum four days
before it is brought. Some Rishonim3 hold that the checking of

Chapter 4

Korban Pesach

Preparation for the Korban

Before we learn the halachos of the Korban Pesach, let’s review
some of the halachos that are relevant to the preparations. The
first step is to become tahor. This is why we lein Parshas Parah
before Parshas Hachodesh.

Preparation - Taharah and Kapparah

1.

From the seventh day of Nissan until Pesach, one must be
careful not to become tamei tum’as meis, so that he will be
tahor on the fourteenth of Nissan and can enter the Azarah.
One who is tamei meis from before the seventh of Nissan can
receive his first haza’ah on the ninth day of Nissan, and the
second haza’ah on the thirteenth of Nissan. Then he can tovel
before shkia, and then, finally, he is tahor and can come to the
Azarah to be makriv his korban pesach on the fourteenth!

All keilim (couch, tables and chairs, clothing, hats, shoes, keys,
cutlery, and don't forget your tefillin) have to become tahor
and be toveled as well. Any keli that will come in contact with
the korban pesach, or with a person that will touch the korban,
must be toveled with the intent that it will be tahor for
kodshim.

Every keli has to be toveled separately; one cannot put all the
cutlery in one keli and tovel them. Some hold that if the keli
that one wishes to tovel them in is tamei, one may tovel them
in one keli. Others limit this leniency only to a type of keli
which is only designed with a wide opening, such as a basket,
and it is currently tamei, then one may put all the cutlery in
and tovel everything at once. If, however, this keli can be
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
